Multi-Systemic Therapy Hailed a Success
for Area Youth by Sacramento County

Since 2006, River Oak
has received funding
from the Sacramento
County Probation
Department to provide
the highly successful
and research-based
Multi-Systemic Ther-
apy (MST) Program
to youth in the Greater
Sacramento area. The
goal of the program is
to prevent out-of-home
placements of youth
with serious behavior
problems. To achieve
this, MST equips the
youth’s caregivers with
the skills and resources
they need to address
the problems that arise
in raising a child with
behavioral challenges.
At the same time, the
program empowers
the youth to cope with
family, peer, school,
and neighborhood
problems.

In its most recent
progress report to the
County, the Proba-
tion Department cited
a number of successes
experienced by River
Oak’s MST program
during the period of
January — June 2008.
Comparisons of intake
and discharge measures
were very positive.
Youth who completed
MST showed signifi-

cant improvements in

fulfillment of probation
expectations, success at
maintaining appropri-
ate friendships, and im-
provements in school,
pro-social peer activi-
ties, problem solving,
and substance abuse.
The greatest gains from
intake to discharge
were found among the
family measures, with
significant improve-
ments in parenting
skills and warmth.

Specifically, the follow-
ing accomplishments
were reported:

*71 MST clients were
served by the end of
the 6 month period,

exceeding the goal
of 60

*90% of caregivers
showed necessary
parenting skills for
handling future
problems

* 87% of families
improved their
relationships

*79% of families im-
proved their network
of social support

*72% of cases showed
an ability to sustain
positive change

*87% of MST youth
maintained a job or
remained in school

* 83% of MST youth

experienced no new
offenses.

year-old originally placed on probation for
her highly violent and aggressive behavior.
Before Tina was referred to River Oak, she
was verbally and physically abusive, de-
stroyed property, and experienced repeated
psychiatric hospitalizations. During her
assessment, Tina told the River Oak clini-
cian that she would prefer to live in Juve-
nile Hall rather than at home because it was
more familiar and comfortable. Through
working with Tina’s mother, brother, and
the Probation Department, River Oak

was able to remove barriers for her suc-
cess. River Oak worked with the family

on structuring the home setting, creating a
reward and consequence system, improv-
ing communication skills, parent assertive-
ness, limit setting, and reducing emotional
upsets. Tina was able to enroll in public
school for the first time in two and a half
years. While in school she was able to use
the skills learned from MST. She joined a
recreational softball team and became an
outstanding player, consistently interacting
appropriately with friends and adults. After
Tina was successfully discharged from the
MST Program, she continued her positive
progress and is in the process of having her
probation terminated.

River Oak is proud of our accomplishments
through the MST program, one of many na-
tionally-acclaimed, evidence based practices
we provide to children, youth, and families
in the Greater Sacramento area. Through
providing such critical programs like MST,
we can keep troubled families together and
help to make them stronger.

Being in the foster care system can
bring overwhelming challenges to
a child or youth. In addition to the

pain of losing home and familiar

environments, and the trauma

associated with possible past abuse

and neglect that triggered losing
home, the demands of everyday life
can be daunting: shoes and clothes
that don’t fit any more, school sup-
plies shortage, no opportunities for

after-school or summer activities.

Children and Families

The annual summer picnic for children and
families at River Oak is an eagerly anticipated
event. It provides children and families dealing
with significant challenges in their lives with an
opportunity to spend time together in a fun and
relaxed atmosphere.

This year, on July 30th, the grounds of the agen-
cy’s school on Eastern Avenue were filled with
laughter and excited chatter. Over 600 children
of all ages and adults enjoyed music, games, face
painting, two bounce houses, raffle prizes, snow
cones, and chili dogs. A group of volunteers from
Lennar Sacramento and numerous River Oak
staff helped make the activities run smoothly.

This year, recognizing the impact the slowing
economy has had on the lives of our children
and families, River Oak decided to lend a help-
ing hand. The gym at the school became the

site of the Great Family Giveaway where items
(donated or previously used by the two agency
programs that closed in June) such as household
supplies, bedding, hygiene, books, games, toys,
art, crafts and sports supplies, and others were
offered to families to take home.
