New
Residential
Campus
Becoming
a Reality

There are few experi-
ences in the life of a
non-profit organization
that are more exciting
than the complete
rebuilding of a program
facility. Two years ago,
River Oak started its
Roots & Wings Cam-
paign to raise funds for
the construction of a
new Residential
Campus where children
with severe emotional
and behavioral chal-
lenges live, go to school
and receive loving

care and therapeutic
services.

The groundbreaking
ceremony on October
23, 2007, marked the
beginning of the final
stage of the project.
Over 80 River Oak
supporters gathered by
the field of dirt where
the dreams of staff
and children for a new
home will come true.

Like a blank cavas, the
field inspired memories
of the past and hopes
for the future. The new
Complex equipped
with well-designed and
seamlessly working
residential cottages,
classrooms, a gymna-
sium, therapists’ offices,
a nursing facility, a
computer/learning cen-
ter and an art therapy
room will enhance
significantly the ser-
vices provided to our
vulnerable children.

Since the demolition
of the old buildings,
the crew from Brown
Construction has been
hard at work prepar-
ing the site for con-
struction. If you have

ably noticed the heavy
equipment gearing up
for a busy construction
season. We hope you
are excited about what
the new Residential
Campus means for the
children who are so
desperately in need of a
place where they learn
to overcome challenges
life has given them.

While we
have reached 80% of
our $6,000,000 goal,
